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Overview of the Online Fundraising Tool 
The Animal Humane Society offers an exciting online fundraising tool for individuals and teams wishing to raise part or all 
of their pledges for the 2009 Walk for Animals online.  The online tool allows participants to customize their own web 
pages with personal photos and stories, add their own private e-mail list of potential donors, and send personalized e-
mails requesting donations.   Donors can make tax deductible gifts online through our secure donation form found on the 
participant�s fundraising page and have the option to send a personal message along with their gift or to remain 
anonymous on any public listings.  Participants can choose to receive email notifications when a donation is made on their 
behalf and can easily send thank you emails through the online system.   
 
In 2008, over 2,000 participants raised part or all of their funds online from over 10,000 donors!  As a whole, this group 
raised more pledges from more donors than those who only raised funds offline.  Nearly 50% of the total raised in 2008 
was raised online.   
 
Raising funds online benefits the participants as well as the Animal Humane Society.  Raising funds online is very cost-
effective and helps reduce staff and volunteer time in processing donations. 
 
How to Raise Donations Online 
 
1. Point your browser to the 2009 Walk for Animals homepage:

Last Year�s Participants  
If you created a webpage for the 2008 Walk for Animals the system will remember your web page and contact list.  
You simply need to log-in using the form at the top of this page and then continue with the rest of the registration 
process.  You will need to register for this year�s event before you can access and revise your old page.  
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2. Choose which type of participant you will be registering as: 
 
Individual � you will create one web page for yourself and se nd e-mails from a single account.   
 
Team � two or more individuals join together and each c reates separate pages that will be linked together as a 
Team.  The first person to create the Team is the Team Captain.  

There are three Team categories: 
• Vet Challenge � vet clinics, their staff, clients, etc. 
• Corporate Teams � company teams of staff, their families, etc.  
• Team Challenge � non-corporate and non-vet teams

3. Team Registrations:  (if registering as an Individual proceed to step 4) 

 
If forming a new team:   
 
Enter your team name, division and if appropriate, a company your team should be associated with.   
 
Set a fundraising goal for the cumulative funds raised by your entire team.  Each team member will also have the 
option to set their own personal goal.    
 

 
 
If joining an existing team: 
 
Do a search for existing team either by name, company and/or division.   
 
Once you find your team, click on the Join button on the right

picking out a goal?  See the chart below to see how your fundraising efforts can support the animals.  Also, keep 
in mind you can update your goal later if needed.
